The prosecuting attorneys of the National Unit for the Extinction of Property 
Rights and against Money Laundering are performing coordinated activities in 
Bogotá, Barranquilla, Cartagena, Santa Marta, Valle del Cauca and Antioquia. 
 
In the “Green Avalanche” operation, the authorities broke down an 
international money laundering network of the CENTAUROS block of the Self 
defense and 17 individuals were captured, 12 of which accepted a plea 
bargain.

TRANSGLOBAL INTERTRANS AND C.I. FLOR ANDINA S.A., charged with 
receiving money transfers from abroad. 
 
The 28 properties, including urban and rural real estate, vessels, offices, and 
commercial establishments will be transferred immediately to your department, 
the National Office of Drugs, for their administration.
