Dear Sir; 
 
In response to Official Letter 3420 dated June 12, 2007, issued by your office, 
which makes reference to the brief of the Minister of Internal Affairs and Justice, 
Mr. Carlos Holguin Sardi, who advises of the complaint submitted by Mr. 
HENDRIK VAN BILDERBEEK, who is currently in custody and linked to the 
criminal proceedings filed under Case N° 2182 L.A., I hereby submit the following 
report. 
 
Mr. HENDRIK VAN BILDERBEEK was captured and linked this past 
September 30, 2004 (case N° 2182 L.A.) to the “green avalanche” operation. 
His juridical situation was resolved by imposing a precautionary measure 
consisting of preventive detention, through Resolution dated October 18, 2004, 
for the crime of money laundering. 
 
Per information of the current office – 10th Prosecutor’s Office assigned – Mr. 
Cesar Augusto Velez Cardona, the proceedings referred to are being heard by 
the First Criminal Specialized Circuit Court of Bogota, inasmuch as the 
Resolution dated September 23, 2006, qualified the merit of the indictment which 
charges HENDRIK VAN BILDERBEEK for the crime of money laundering. 
 
Moreover, pursuant to the report requested of this Office, it is stated that 
HECTOR ALFREDO MONTENEGRO, current UNAIM Coordinator, has been 
acting in the criminal proceedings as procedural subject, that is, as prosecutor in 
the case, without him having been relieved to date.  
 
Similarly, with the purpose of providing this information to the Public Prosecutor, 
this National Unit began processing the termination of ownership filed under 
N° 3319 E.D. on April 13, of this year, which involved the assets of Andres de 
Jesus Blanco, Enrique Ramirez Ordoñez, Hendrik van Bilderbeek, Jose 
Vicente Lozano Reyes, Cristian Hernando Halladle Ocaña, Maria Clara 
Jaramillo Soto, Carlos Alberto Alvarez Borrego, Gilma Flechas Tamayo, 
Eustorgio Salomon Ordoñez, Enrique Posada Duran et al, who were involved in 
the punishable crime of money laundering related to the operations called 
“Avalancha Verde” and “Hierro Falso”. The assets belonging to their families and 
third parties are also subject to such termination of ownership.
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Pursuant to the information received from the 33rd Public Prosecutor’s Office 
assigned, the process begins with DAS report 683, dated December 19, 2004, 
which makes reference to a powerful international network engaged in money 
laundering at the service of the United Self Defense of Colombia (Autodefensas 
Unidas de Colombia - AUC). On the other hand, the criminal proceedings that 
were filed by this Unit also included corporations, such as CI Flora Andina LTDA, 
Servicios Petroleros del Caribe LTDA, Llanos Oil Exploration LTDA, CI 
Transglobal Intertrans S.A., CI Intertextil Intetuna S.A., and Cambios y 
Comisiones CI. 
 
On October 2, 2004, the judicial section of El Tiempo reported that eleven 
days after the death of Miguel Arroyabe, Head of the Centauros Block of 
the AUC, DAS detectives captured 14 persons who allegedly provided to 
this illegal armed group $15 billion pesos (Colombian Currency) as drug 
trafficking revenues. At the time, the DAS reported that the persons 
captured were in charge of legalizing in Colombia the revenues from drug 
cargo sent by the Centauros Block to Australia, the United States, Mexico 
and Panama; such financial maneuver being handled through the above-
mentioned companies. 
 
A total of 28 assets were encumbered in Cundinamarca, Antioquia, Valle Cauca 
and Bolivar as follows: 12 properties 
  2 motorboats 
  1 store 
  3 companies 
 
Now, with regard to the statements of Mr. Hendrik van Bilderbeek in his brief 
“illegal cover-up by Colombian authorities in the case of corruption of Casa 
Narino”, I would like to state as follows: 
 
Pursuant to the statements of the 11th Public Prosecutor’s Office assigned and in 
charge of the cases related to Mr. Rafael Enrique Garcia Torres, it reported that 
regarding the substantial assistance benefits process N° 3244, Mr. Garcia 
Torres, made statements in several opportunities, none of which made 
reference to DRUMMOND or Mr. Hendrik Van Bilderbeek. Notwithstanding, it 
is important to point out that Mr. Garcia Torres, requested in a brief that I perform 
a judicial inspection of case N° 996 under the responsibility of the 12th Public 
Prosecutor’s Office of the Unit of Human Rights, regarding the death of the 
president and vice-president of the union of the above-referenced company, in 
order to evaluate it within such benefits process. 
 
In such judicial inspection, some procedural pieces were added, among which 
was a statement made by Mr. Garcia Torres on November 3, 2006, where he 
linked DRUMMOND to illegal armed groups, but at no time whatsoever did he 
make reference to any conspiracy. 
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Thus, the 11th Public Prosecutor’s Office assigned reported that it had no 
knowledge of the existence of a conspiracy against an oil company in which 
members of Drummond intervened. 
 
Regarding the Official Letter annexed to the documents provided by Mr. 
Hendrik van Bilderbeek, submitted to Carlos Albornoz Guerrero, I would 
like to make the following observations: 
• The Official Letter does not follow the required formalities of an Official 

Letter issued by this National Unit, that is, it should at least have the 
name of the remitting Unit. 

• In the termination of ownership there is a list of the assets encumbered and 
placed under the custody of the National Bureau of Drug Enforcement. 

• The person who signed such Official Letter, named Dario Andrade Diaz, 
has not worked in the National Unit. 

• The person who signed such Official Letter, used the position 
“Assistant to the 10th Public Prosecutor’ and to this point, the 10th 
Public Prosecutor’s Office is not aware of any termination of ownership 
proceedings.
