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PROPERTY OF MONEY LAUNDERERS OF THE CENTAUROS BLOCK WILL 
BE EXTINCT. 
 
They were captured in the “Green Avalanche” operation 
 
 
Bogota, April 17.-  With the purpose of their extinction, the Prosecuting Attorney’s 
Office seized 28 properties belonging to individuals that were captured in the 
“Green Avalanche” operation carried out in 2004. 
 
The prosecuting attorneys of the National Unit for the Extinction of Property 
Rights and against Money Laundering are performing coordinated activities in 
Bogotá, Barranquilla, Cartagena, Santa Marta, Valle del Cauca and Antioquia. 
 
In “Green Avalanche,” the authorities broke down an international money 
laundering network of the CENTAUROS block of the Self defense and 17 
individuals were captured, 12 of which accepted an plea bargain. 
 
The suspects that opted for a plea bargain were: Andres de Jesus Velez Blanco, 
Enrique Ramirez Ordoñez, Hendrik Van Bilderbeek, Jose Vicente Lozano 
Reyes, Christian Hernando Ayalde Ocaña, Maria Clara Jaramillo Soto, Carlos 
Alberto Alvarez Borrego, Gilma Flechas Tamayo, Eustorgio Salomon Ordoñez, 
Enrique Posada Duran, Francia Barona, and Gloria Lucia Aixa Velez, who, 
according to the authorities, worked for the former paramilitary head Miguel 
Arroyabe. 
 
The detainees, including an officer of the tax and customs service, legalized 
monies coming from Australia, United States, Mexico, and Panama, where the 
money sent by paramilitaries was commercialized. 
 



The money laundering was made through shell companies Llanos Oil 
Exploration, Servicios Petroleros del Caribe Ltda., C.I. Intertextil Intertuna 
S.A. Cambios y Comisiones, C.I. Transglobal Intertrans and C.I. Flor Andina 
S.A., charged with receiving money transfers from abroad. 
 
The 28 properties, including urban and rural real estate, vessels, offices, and 
commercial establishments will be transferred immediately to your department, 
the National Office of Drugs, for their administration.
