Mancuso revealed links between
drug trafficking and the Self-
Defense
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Washington, U.S.A. (RCN) - On
Tuesday the free version of
Justice and Peace of the
immobilized paramilitary, held in
the United States, resumed. In
the proceedings, Salvatore Mancuso revealed details of the drug trafficking
operations carried out by the Self-Defense and mentioned Giorgio Sale, the
Italian boss that gave a pair of boots to a Superior Judge.

In the hearing, Mancuso revealed the names of some multinational companies
that financed the paramilitary groups in Colombia. According to the defendant,
in 1997, Charles Kaiser, an executive of Chiquita Brands, met in Medellin with
Carlos Castafio and Raul Hasbun, financial head of the Self-Defense, to agree to
the financing terms for the paramilitary groups.

Moreover, he denied any links to Alvaro Uribe, ensuring that this is just an
urban legend. He did acknowledge, however, the abundant income obtained
from drug trafficking.

“During the drug trafficking boom in Cordoba, a total of approximately 110
billion pesos were received from the latter part of 1996 to 2005," said Mancuso.

The former paramilitary boss said, among other things, that an executive of
the Multinational Company, - known as “Mister Jim” made
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payment to the commander a.k.a. "tolemaida,"” in exchange for the murder
of several unionists of the company.

“En total se recogieron en Cérdoba durante el auge del narcotrafico de finales
de 1996 hasta 2005, aproximadamente 110.000 millones de pesos”, manifesto
Mancuso.
